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So far on the road out...

1. The people of God are in captivity

2. The people of God cry out to him & he hears them
3. God chooses Moses to lead the people

4. Pharaoh refuses to let Israel go

5. God delivers his people from the Egyptians

But before God delivers them...

He leads them to an obstacle

When Pharaoh let the people go, God did not lead them by way of the land
of the Philistines, although that was near. For God said, “Lest the people
change their minds when they see war and return to Egypt." But God led the
people around by the way of the wilderness toward the Red Sea.

— Exodus 13:17-18a ENGLISH STANDARD VERSION

Faith is the only way through the obstacle

And Moses said to the people, “Fear not, stand firm, and see the salvation of
the Lorb, which he will work for you today. For the Egyptians whom you see
today, you shall never see again. The Lorp will fight for you, and you have
only to be silent.” — Exodus 14:13-14 esv

The reason for the obstacle is to make God known

The Lorp said to Moses, “Why do you cry to me? Tell the people of Israel to go
forward. Lift up your staff, and stretch out your hand over the sea and divide

it, that the people of Israel may go through the sea on dry ground. And | will
harden the hearts of the Egyptians so that they shall go in after them, and | will
get glory over Pharaoh and all his host, his chariots, and his horsemen. And
the Egyptians shall know that | am the LorD, when | have gotten glory over
Pharaoh, his chariots, and his horsemen.” — Exodus 14:15-18 esv
